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NOTES ON REQUIREMENTS OF PRE-RIDE TALKS AT ENDURANCE,
TRAINING & INTRODUCTORY RIDES IN NSW

The pre ride talk is the first formal opportunity for Ride Organisers to explain how the ride will be run to all
participants that have entered the ride.

It should be compulsory for all participants to attend the pre ride talk.

The pre ride talk should be conducted by a member of the Ride Committee who can welcome everyone, talk

about sponsors and general ride information, etc and then introduce (a) the Course Director (b) the Chief
Steward, and (c) the Head Vet who will each address the gathering.

Ideally, the pre ride talk should be divided up into the following sections -

Endurance ride,
Training ride (if being run), and
Introductory ride (if being run).

Ideally, all participants in the training and introductory rides, should be asked to stay back after the endur-
ance pre ride talk and be addressed separately by the Course Director and Chief Steward to make sure they
understand the rules and requirements of the event and to answer any questions.

The following is a guideline of what should definitely be included in a pre ride talk but does not preclude
any other information that the Ride Organisers may wish to include.
Welcome to riders
Introduction of Ride Officials including Chief Steward, Head Vet & attending vets, Ride Secretary and
any other ride officials and volunteers.
Course Director’s Address —
. Start time of Rides - Endurance, Trainer & Introductory
. Length of legs

. Colour of arrows for each leg and any other marking on course, such as reflector tape,
“crosses” denoting “Stop, wrong way”, and confirmation of distance markers, etc.

. Distance between water on course and distance to first and last water on each leg.

. Hazard marking technigues used and mentioning any dangers or any other obstacles on
course.

. Number of checkpoints on each leg, and distance along the leg, particularly radio

checkpoints.
. Any other information relevant to the course.
Chief Steward’s Address — to include the following -
. Synchronisation of timing clocks

. Max. Ride Time for each ride — Endurance, trainer & introductory

. Minimum novice riding time for the course for each ride and min. Novice riding times for
each leg.

. Vetting rules and requirements, eg early vetting, priority of riders, vetting panels, right of
appeals, etc.

. Safety requirements on course and strategies to report accidents that may occur on track.

. If there will be a “Wake Up” Call

. If the ride is a Vet Gate into Hold ride, a walk through of the vetting area and strapping area
should be organised, either before or after the pre ride talk.

. Whether a noise and generator curfew will apply and, if so, what time.

Head Vet Address —

. How vet elimination decisions will be made during the ride, either by panel or consultation
between the Head Vet and the examining vet?

. Rights of appeal

. Trot out requirements, loose lead, etc.

. Weather conditions and possible affect on horses, etc.

Notice No. 1

When upgrading from novice to an endurance log book, the blue log book must
be returned with the new application. Photo copies will no longer be accepted.
If the novice book is of the old style the remaining pages will be cancelled and
the book returned to the applicant.

Notice No. 2

NSW ERA SMC has adopted a standard course marking system consisting of:
Leg 1 RED, Leg 2, BLACK, Leg 3, BLUE, Leg 4, GREEN, Leg 5 GOLD/
BRIGHT YELLOW. All ride committees are to abide by this sequence of colours
from 1 January 2012.

Notice No. 3

NSW SMC has passed a motion at its November meeting to purchase sufficient
arrows to provide each ride committee on the 2010 ride calendar with a set of
leg one and leg two arrows.

Rides that have more than two legs may apply to the NSW SMC for subsequent
legs, which will also be provided free of charge.

Included in each arrow kit will be 100 leg one arrows, 100 leg two arrows, 40
red crosses and 20 caution signs. These arrows will be supplied free of charge
for the initial supply of each set. Replacement arrows can be purchased from
the NSW SMC.

12.1 VERA Motion 1 (refer discussion item)
That Rule A6.1

6.1 At all affiliated endurance and
marathon rides:

an average of the distances between
standard veterinary checkpoints must not be
greater than 40 km; and

the maximum distance of any one leg must
not exceed 50 km.

Be amended to read:

for rides of 90kim or less, an average of the
distance between standard veterinary
checkpoints must not be greater than 44klm

for rides of over 90klm an average of the

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distances between standard veterinary
checkpoints must not be greater than 40kim:
and

the maximum distance of any one leg must
not exceed 50kIm.

Rationale:

The ramification of this rule is that for any
endurance ride over 80kms 3 legs are required
and for any training ride over 40kms a second
leg is required.

VERA discussed the issue and felt that there
was sufficient evidence to support the increase
of the average leg length to 44km for rides of
90kms or less without affecting the welfare of
the horses. The change will assist ROs to put
together their tracks.

Rides over 90km should revert to an average
leg distance of 40kms.

VERA proposes a change to rule 6.1(a) that
average leg distances be changed from 40km to
44km. for rides of 90km or less

12.2 Ride Abandonment (refer discussion paper)

The Chief Steward (CS) may in consultation with
the Head Vet (HV) and the Ride Organising
Committee (ROC) “abandon” aride at any time
prior to the commencement of pre ride vetting.

Rationale

There are several possible scenarios where a ride
may need to be abandoned before Pre-Ride Vetting
has commenced. In this circumstance it is my
opinion that the ROC be required to refund 100% of
the entry fee paid by riders whilst the refund of the
pre-nomination fee (if any) is at the discretion of the
individual ROC.

12.3 Ride Suspension (refer discussion paper)

The Chief Steward (CS) may in consultation with
the Head Vet (HV) and the Ride Organising
Committee (ROC) “suspend” aride at any time
after the commencement of pre ride vetting and
prior to the last rider completing the course and
having been vetted.

The ride suspension should not exceed 3 hours
but may be extended when there is reasonable
expectation that the ride can be re-commenced
without undue compromise to the health and
welfare of the horses, riders, ride organisers,
volunteers, vets and officials.

Aride “suspension” may involve closure of the
vet ring and/or closure of the course not
necessarily simultaneously.

12.4 Ride Termination (refer discussion paper)

The Chief Steward (CS) may in consultation with
the Head Vet (HV) and the Ride Organising

Committee (ROC) “terminate” aride at any time
after the commencement of pre ride vetting and

prior to the last rider completing the course and
having been vetted.

Rationale:

Obviously the termination of a ride is the last resort
and only considered after a ride suspension has
failed to alleviate or eliminate the existing danger.

The ride termination may be for a number of factors
which will impact on the manner of the ride
termination. In the worst case scenario, the ride base
may need to be evacuated immediately, horses and
riders may need to be floated from the course back
to ride base or to an alternative safe area. There are
many possible scenarios.

However, where possible the CS should facilitate an
orderly termination of the ride including where
conditions permit, the requirement for any
competitors (already on course) on the last leg to
complete the leg and present for vetting. Competitors
who are able to do this will be considered to have
completed the course prior to the termination.

Rule Clarification, Revision and Discussion

ltems
Novice Horse Rules

QERA would like the following amendments to
Novice Horse Rules to be presented and
discussed at State AGM's

H5 Novice Horse and the Novice Horse
Logbook

A horse is a novice horse until all the following
requirements have been complied with:

A Novice Horse Logbook must be registered
for that horse, which must be presented
when the horse is entered as a novice horse
at an affiliated endurance ride - except in the
case of the THIRTEEN MONTH (H.8) rule.

At least 4 affiliated endurance rides in any
riding division must be successfully
completed - excluding training rides.

A minimum period of 200 days must elapse
commencing from the date the horse
successfully completes its first affiliated
endurance ride.

A novice horse must not be entered in an affiliated
endurance ride when the total distance of the ride is
more than 120 km.

A novice horse may only enter a maximum of five
affiliated endurance rides of between 80 and 120 km
inclusive in any 200 day period, retrospective from
the date of the ride to be entered.

All novice horses in each leg of an affiliated ride shall
comply with one of the following:

a minimum riding time determined by the
ride committee in consultation with the ride
Head Veterinarian, but in any case not less

than a time calculated at an average speed
of 14 km per hour over the total distance of
each riding leg; or

shall ride behind a pace rider as defined in
the TRAINING RIDE RULES. The pace rider
shall not complete the distance of any riding
leg in atime less than that as determined in
rule H.5.4a).

5.5 A Novice horse must not be entered in
successive endurance rides unless
there has been a minimum period of
25 days between the rides.

5.6 A horse cannot progress from Novice
to Endurance horse status until it is a
minimum of 6 years of age.

Rationale:

The principle of long, slow ‘legging up’ of a
horse is well-accepted both scientifically and by
experienced endurance riders (Butler; Clayton;
Hamilton). Our current Novice horse rules are
based on this principle. However, the current
rules, when applied to the letter, allow for a
horse which is five years and 3 months old to
become an Endurance horse, and in its fourth
ride in its life, be ridden at an unrestricted
speed. Unfortunately this year, we have seen
this situation occur several times. In one case,
a horse in its first ride out of Novice status was
ridden to win a ride in a sub-4 hour time, and
then at 2 hours and 1 minute after vetting, had a
vet called to it for major treatment which lasted
for four hours and resulted in a significant Rest
Order being placed on the horse. There have
been several other examples similar to this,
although not as serious.

Essentially, the proposed changes would mean
that firstly, a horse must remain a Novice horse
for at least 7 months ie a fair proportion of its
first season of endurance. Secondly, a five year
old horse could not become an Endurance
horse, and so would be restricted in the speed it
could be ridden at — keeping in mind that the
Novice Horse speed is usually set at around 14
k/h, or the equivalent of a 6 hour 80km ride.

For the vast majority of our members, these
proposed changes will not make any difference
whatsoever to the way they ride their horses,
because the majority of members would not
even consider running a horse at speeds faster
than 14 km/h in their first few rides out of Novice
status, especially if the horse is only 5 or 6
years old.

For
example in the case of rescue float drivers, they
should be accompanied by another adult. People
need to be made aware of these potential problems.

The NSWERA Web page now has a Google map with ‘Find it’ features that will show the distribution
of ride bases through NSW and provide a map with directions from your home to the ride base.

To access the map just go to www.nswera.asn.au. When you get there just click on the "NSW
Ride Base Map" towards the top of the screen.

To use the map: -

o Click on the ride base in the list on the left.

. A text box will pop up near the flag for the ride base.
. Click on get directions ‘to here’.

. Enter your hometown in the start address.

Click ‘GO’ and print off the map and directions.

If you have a navigator in your vehicle the map coordinates are shown in the text box, but a word
of caution when using a navigator to go to a map grid reference, navigators are programmed to find
the most direct route (as the crow flies), and as you get close to your destination they sometimes
want to turn you down a side road or even a forest trail.

Ride organisers

To have a ride base added to the map,

1. Go to Google on the internet.

2. Select 'Maps' from the menu bar at the top.

3. With a map of Australia showing.

4.the curser (a little hand) on the area you're interested in, right click and select '‘Center map here'.
5. Slide theup the scale ladder a little.

6. Repeat 4&5 until you have zoomed in on the area.

7. Now select 'Satellite' to see an overhead picture of the area.

8. Put the 'Little Hand' on the gateway to the ride base, right click and select 'Directions from Here'.
9. A green flag will appear at the spot and a 'Get directions' box will appear in the top left corner.
10. If the flag is not quite right, click and drag it.

11. In the 'Get directions' boxagainst flag 'A' will be the map grid reference for the spot chosen, it will
look like (-30.294007,147.498579)

12. Jot down that reference with the ride name and email it to me at ‘vpe63190@bigpond.net.au’.

To check we have located the marker correctly, or if the ride base has been moved, zoom in
on your marker on the Ride Bases Map as described above, switch to Satellite and check the
position of the marker. If it is in error follow the procedure above and email me the details.

Also run some tests approaching your ride base from different directions and note any anomalies,
see the Shahzada text box for an example.

Transfer of Ownership Procedures

It is the responsibility of the purchaser of the horse to notify the State of the change in ownership
details. It is important that the correct person be registered as the owner of the horse as this
assists with the correct allocation of National and State distance and pointscore awards as well as
identifying the persons responsible for the horse when disciplinary actions need to be instituted.

Process for Changing Ownership Details

When a sale of a horse occurs and the horse has had a logbook issued it is the responsibility of the
new owner to notify the State of the change of ownership. A transfer of ownership form must be
completed and forwarded to the State, together with a cheque for $11 and the logbook.

Once the transfer of ownership form is received the logbook can be amended with the change in
owners and the transfer verified by the Logbook Secretary/Registrar.

Procedure for Recording Change of Ownership

Transfer of ownership forms are to be made readily available to all members, preferably through
the State Newsletters or upon application to the Logbook Secretary/Registrar.

Once a logbook, transfer of ownership form and fee are received the Logbook Secretary/Registrar
will:

Record the ownership transfer into the logbook.

Verify the transfer.

Return the logbook.

Record the ownership transfer into the computer records of the State Division.

Keep a copy of the ownership transfer form and forward the original to the AERA Registrar.

Forward the $5 fee to AERA.

RIDE SECRETARIES

If you intend to change your ride details these changes MUST come in the form of

a new application for approval by NSW ERA through the proper channels. No ride
change requests are to be made direct to the newsletter.

NSW ERA Committee.
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NSW ERA Ride Booking Procedures

1. Aride must be booked a minimum of three months prior to the proposed
date for the ride. This requirement may only be waived with the consent of
the State Management Committee (SMC) under exceptional
circumstances.

2. Ride Committees must be incorporated with the Department of Fair
Trading and a copy of the Certificate of Incorporation forwarded with
Booking Form.

3.  Entry fees for all sections of the ride must be shown on the Booking Form
and advertised in the Newsletter when inserted in the Ride Calendar.

4. Rides being conducted to replace cancelled rides must have permission
from the NSW ERA SMC before the ride is advertised ANYWHERE.

5.  Existing rides that have run on the same date for consecutive years will
have preference for that date over new rides to protect the survival of the
existing rides.

6. If a new ride is allocated a date other than as requested, that Ride
Committee must change their date in accordance with the Committees
decision.

7. A $10.00 Booking Fee is payable when lodging the Ride Booking Form.

8. A $50.00 Bond is payable if this is not already held on behalf of the ride
Committee. This bond may be used for the next ride by that Committee if
all paperwork is in on time.

9. The Ride Booking Form will indicate the Ride Committee’s request for their
ride to be dual-affiliated with another State.

10. Aletter will be forwarded to Ride Committees one month prior to their ride
requesting confirmation of the ride’s Head Vet and Accredited Chief
Steward.
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Logbook & ldentification Procedures

A horse is a novice for a minimum of 90 days from the date on which it successfully
completes its first affiliated endurance ride and may only attempt four rides during
this period, ie if a horse successfully completes its first ride on 1st July, it cannot
upgrade to endurance status until after 28th September and may only enter four
rides during this period. There is no limit on the time it takes to reach endurance

status. Your horse can be a novice for as many months (or years) as you like.

When your horse has successfully completed 240 kms of affiliated endurance (not
training) rides, it can be upgraded from novice (blue log book) to endurance (yellow

log book) status.

Ensure the brands are clear. If not, have the horse re-branded or microchipped
(Refer to rule H5.2(a) - (b) ) and H5.3).

Have a vet complete the horse identification form (written description and diagrams)
and sign it. Identification and microchipping can be done at most rides, but it is

advisable to check with the ride secretary beforehand.

Complete the logbook application form and attach 1.D. form, novice horse logbook
and the appropriate fee.

Please allow 10 working days from date of posting for return.

It is essential to retain a copy of the I.D. form and perhaps have it laminated for the
future.

PLEASE NOTE An Endurance Horse Logbook will not be issued unless a signed
Veterinary Identification Form is enclosed with the application. The I.D. in the novice
log book is NOT acceptable.
