AERA 80km Endurance ride, 40km Training ride + 20km Social ride 

The ride base is 10 minutes from the town of Oberon by a sealed road, which makes it roughly 
a 2 hour drive from the Hawkesbury. Bathurst is less than 45 minutes away and it takes about 3 
hours to get to the ride base from Canberra. The address is 1304 Beaconsfield Road Oberon; 
please use the NSWERA website for ride base locator to help you with directions. 

If you haven’t been to Oberon before, you can expect the ride for the most part to be undulating 
with scattered hills and will largely traverse State Forest, with some grassy paddocks and dirt 
roads. The usual dams as well as some additional water points will be added on track.  

Entry Fees: 

80km Endurance Ride $90 

40km Training Ride $50  

20km Social Ride $30 

 
Pre-ride Vetting for the 80km rides will be on Saturday 20th March from 1pm through to 4pm.  
Pre-ride vetting for the Training Ride + Social Ride will be on the Saturday afternoon + early 
Sunday morning. 

A canteen will be run by the local Rural Fire Brigade on the Saturday and Sunday. A Roast 
dinner is available for $15 on the Saturday night and can be eaten whilst sitting around 
the communal bon fire. Please notify the committee if you would like one when pre-
nominating. 

Powered sites are available to hire for the weekend for $20. Please advise if one is required 
when pre-nominating 

There are hot showers and flushing toilets + plenty of water for the horses but please bring your 
own drinking water.
